The Award: There will be two each, $1,000 scholarships awarded yearly by the 
Knights of Columbus Council 1586 to a senior with plans to attend 
college or a university.  The scholarship is to be used to meet their 
college expenses. 

Applicants: Any senior in good standing with plans to attend a college or a 
university after high school may apply.  The student must meet the 
following criteria. 

Criteria: 1. Must be a member of the Catholic community. 
2. Must be in good standing academically (C average or better) 
3. Participates in school activities, athletics, student government, 

debate, and/or similar extracurricular activities. 

Process: 1. Please type or print the information requested. 
2. Submit the completed application, with a copy of your transcript, 

to the School Principal or Scholarship Chairperson for their 
comments. 

3. Also, please send at least one letter of recommendation (from 
someone other than a family member) and one letter or 
recommendation from your high school counselor. 

4. The final date for filing the application, along with the supporting 
documentation is April 20.  There will be no exceptions.
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Please answer the following questions on a separate piece of paper.  Be specific in your 
answers and provide any information you feel may help us in determining your 
qualifications for the Knights of Columbus Council 1586 scholarship.   

1. Outline your post-graduation plans.  Include your educational goals, focus, and what 
you hope to gain from a college education.  How do you plan to achieve these 
goals?  Are there any significant events in your life that led you to this decision?  If 
so, please outline them and explain the effect they have had on your career 
planning. 

2. Knights of Columbus has a tradition of giving to the community.  Please describe any 
community service experiences you have had. 

3. Briefly outline your school activities.  Include any clubs, sports or service 
organizations in which you are active, and any offices held.  Do you intend to 
continue participation in any of these activities in college? 

4. Your answers should not exceed a total of two (2) pages and must be typewritten.  
When completed, submit the application to your school counselor for his/her 
comments.
